Rabbit feed for the Maricopa County Fair
will be provided by Purina Mills.

THIS IS A CARRYING CAGE SHOW. THERE IS AN OPTION
TO DISPLAY RABBITS   This show is open to adult or youth,
without restrictions to residency.
1. This show is sanctioned and will be governed under the

latest revised Official Rules of the American Rabbit Breed-
ers Association.

2. Rabbits must have been raised and owned by, or have been
the property of, the exhibitor as of March 1, 2010. No
exceptions unless permitted by the Superintendent.

3. All rabbits must have a legible tattoo in their left ear before
receiving. This earmark should correspond with the ear
number on your entry form.

4. Rabbits showing evidence of contagious disease or parasites
will be disqualified and returned to owner for removal

from building or quarantined. All unruly, mean and biting
animals will not be accepted.

5. Under ARBA rules, no breeding of animals will be allowed
on the fairgrounds at any time. Any doe that has babies at
the Fair will forfeit wins.

6. Displayed rabbits will have feeding and watering crocks
provided by the Fair. Feeding will be done by the Superin-
tendent and assigned assistants.

7. Loss or Damage: The Department Superintendent will be in
charge of stock entered for exhibition. Maricopa County
Fair Board, employees or volunteers will in no case be
responsible for any loss or damage that may occur.  Entries
are made and accepted on this condition.

8. The Fair is not responsible for animals left after specified
release times.

9. Absolutely no rabbits will be removed from cages without
permission of the Superintendent.  Nothing is to be placed
in cages by exhibitors without permission of the Superin-
tendent. Violation of this is subject to disqualification.

10 NO “for sale” cards are to be posted on cages.
11. In conjunction with the Maricopa County Fair Open Show,

the Phoenix Rabbit Breeders Association (PRBA) will be
hosting an all breed show. All entries for the PRBA show
