BEEF EXHIBITORS PLEASE NOTE:

1. All animals must be kept in livestock area. Any exhibitor
found with their animal outside livestock area will not be
allowed to participate in the auction.

2. Maricopa County Dress Code required. Refer to Livestock
Rules - #25

3. No nose rings or nose clamps. Exhibitors must be
able to handle animal, alone, with one lead rope, to
the satisfaction of the Superintendent. Removal from
fairgrounds may be required if animal is so unruly that it
constitutes a hazard.

4. All exhibitors are eligible to enter showmanship at the time
entry is submitted, by placing the correct Division & Class
numbers in the appropriate space on the Entry Form L.

5. Maximum four entries per exhibitor: example a combination
of - two entries in feeder or two in prospect or two in market.

6. Prior to receiving at the Fair: hooves must be trimmed and all
horned cattle must show evidence that their horns have been
cut back to base of skull at an early age.

BREEDING CATTLE ONLY

There must be three or more of any registered breed, to be
shown in a separate breed Division. If not they will be shown in
the Any Other Recognized Breed Division.ALL BREEDING

Open
to recognized beef breed or beef crossbreed. Each exhibitor is
limited to two Feeder Steers. Ownership requirements are as of
February 6, 2010. Feeder Steers will be weighed in at the Fair ~
no less than 400 Ibs. and not to exceed 699 Ibs. ~ ear tagged
and divided into weight classes.

DIVISION 2709: Prospect Steers

Animals in this Division will not be sold at auction. Open to
recognized beef breed or beef crossbreed. Prospect Steers will
be weighed at the Fair ~ no less than 700 Ibs. and not to

exceed 999 Ibs. ~ ear tagged and divided into weight Divisions.
Any Feeder Steer too heavy or Market Steer too light will
automatically be placed in Prospect Steer Division.

1. Exhibitors must own Market Steers entered, by November 14,
2009.

2. Open to recognized beef breed or beef crossbreed of any
recognized breed. Market Steers must exhibit beef type
characteristics only. These will be determined by a classifier.

3. Market Steers will be mouthed at the time of weigh-in.

4. Market Steers must be identified by Maricopa County Fair
livestock nose print. NO EXCEPTIONS

5. Steer entries for the Maricopa County Fair will be nose
printed upon arrival, at the fair. If this print does not match
the nomination print, or if the nose of the steer has been
altered and a legible print cannot be taken, the entry will be
disqualified.

6. Tattoos and brands must be recorded on your entry form. If
there are none, write “none”.

7. An individual entry form is required for each market steer
entered. If brand, tattoo, and nose print do not match, the
entry will be disqualified.

8. Exhibitors may enter two market beef, only one is allowed to
go through auction.

9. Market Steer maximum weight is unlimited. At the Livestock
auction - exhibitors will only be paid on a maximum sale
weight of 1250 Ibs. Underweight steers will be placed in
Prospect Steer Division.

10. Market steer exhibitors are not eligible to exhibit as a
member of a partnership. Animals jointly owned by two or

more exhibitors are not eligible to enter the show.

~NOSE PRINT ~

It is extremely important to thoroughly dry the nose prior to
applying the ink and to quickly lift the print before perspiration
appears. Moisture will cause the ink to run and to fill up the
grooves of the nose. This will result in a smeared print, thus a
rejected entry. It is suggested that the tongue be held down
with a towel or cloth to keep the steer from licking its’ nose.
Examples of acceptable and unacceptable nose prints are
shown as follows. Exhibitors should work with their leaders
and advisors to get a readable nose print.

Equipment and materials needed:
§ Terry cloth towels.
§  Black, fast drying ink stamp pad (regular office supply,
3" x 4 1/2" felt pad OK).

E Index Card

Block of
wood for
support

Area from which
print is to be lifted = g nostril

§ Head gate or squeeze chute.
§ 3" x 5" non-lined, non-glossy standard index cards
(slick finished cards will produce a smeared print).
